Unit 4A — The Passive (all tenses)

Passive form: be + past participle (the action, not who does it, is important).
Examples:

- The bridge was built in 2005.

- Present simple - is/ are + past participle

- Past simple - was / were + past participle

- Present perfect - has/ have been + past participle

- Future - will be + past participle

- Modal verbs - can/ should / must be + past participle
Used when the doer is unknown, unimportant, or obvious.

Unit 4B — Have something done

Form: have + object + past participle

Example: | had my hair cut yesterday.

Meaning: You arrange for someone else to do something for you.
Examples:

- | have my car washed every week.

- | had my computer fixed yesterday.

- I'll have the house painted next month.
